A message from Fr Adrian Graffy: 
  

The Gospel of John provides an account of the appearance of Jesus to the 

eleven in the upper room and a second account one week later (eight days in 

Hebrew reckoning).  

  

Jesus brings the gift of peace and the gift of the Holy Spirit for the 

forgiveness of sins. Jesus, who has died for sinners, ensures the gift of 

forgiveness for all those who will seek it, the forgiveness available to us 

through the Sacrament of Reconciliation. 

  

The reluctance of Thomas provokes Jesus’ praise for those who believe 

without seeing. But Thomas should also be remembered as the one who gives 

the fullest declaration of faith in Christ found anywhere in the gospels: ‘My 

Lord and my God!’ 

  

Do I treasure the gospel as showing the way to faith and life? 

How does the experience of Thomas provide encouragement for believers? 

We pray for a deeper appreciation of the Sacrament of Reconciliation. 

We pray for all those plagued by hesitation and doubt.
